· Not have already benefited from previous in-service training or employment (paid or unpaid) with any of the EU institutions or bodies, including a "Blue Book" traineeship 

The deadlines for submitting applications for this program are as follows:

· 15 May for internship cycle from September to December (Fall Semester) 
· 15 September for internship cycle from January to May (Spring Semester)
· 15 February for internship cycle from June to August (Summer Session)
To apply, candidates must submit the following documents to the Internship Coordinator:
· Completed application form
· Resumé/CV
· Letter of motivation/cover letter
· Letter of recommendation from a current or former professor (optional)

If selected for an internship, interns will also need to provide:

· Proof of comprehensive medical and accident insurance valid in the USA for the duration of the internship 

· Medical certificate stating you are fit for work and have no infectious disease (a certificate written by a general practitioner is sufficient)

· Copy of your diploma

· Extract of a "judicial record" or background check certificate

· Passport/ID

Selection of successful candidates will be done on the basis of a comparative examination of the applications received for the cycle in question.  Successful candidates will normally be notified at least 3 months before the beginning of the cycle for which they have been accepted.
